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I have been forced to leave some parts of the collections uninvestigated.
Fortunalely, I have investigated the most important parts of the collections,
and I dare say, that the remaining sponges can hardly alter the result
of my work.

Besides, I have also investigated parts of the sponge-collections of the
Zoological Institutes of Lund and Uppsala.

My investigations began in the Cattegat, where I took part in the Catte-
gat-Expedition of Prof. L. A. Jagerskiold. The sponges collected in the
Cattegat are not very important, concerning the number of species, but
some interesting sponges were oblained.

The chiel part of my investigations are carried out at the Kristineberg
Zoologial Station or on investigation-trips undertaken from the station
lo the several parts of the coast of Bohuslan. A great part of my work has
naturally been carried out in the areas surrounding the station, which are
very rich in sponges. These areas are of a special importance, as Fristedt’s
works were performed there. Also Gislén has paid a great interest to the
sponges in his work on the epibioses of the Gullmars Fjord (1930). As a
consequense I have not been able to increase the number of sponge-species
from this area particularly, but nevertheless I attach special importance
lo it, as it has one of the most thoroughly investigated sponge-faunas
we kunow of. The explorations undertaken in the northern part of Bohus-
lan have naturally brought more of novelties to the sponge-fauna, as only
a few investigations have been carried out there previously.

The Vadero Archipelago and the Vader6 Fjord were already investigated
by Iristedt, but the material, that he obtained there, was not very com-
prehensive. though it comprised some species of special value.

The Vaderé Fjord was at that time the only known locality of
Lophohelia prolijera along the Swedish coast. Nowadays the Lophohelia-
bank seems to be spoiled, but the sponge-fauna is still very rich.

The most important part of my investigations of the Swedish West-Coast
were performed in the Koster Area. No other part of the Swedish Archi-
pelago can match itself with it concerning the sponge-fauna. Particularly
rich occurrences of sponges are found in the Koster Fjord itself and in
Sacken and the Single Fjord. The Koster IFjord, which runs as a channel
east of the Koster Archipelago and reaches a depth of about 250 m., has
very steep, rocky walls, reaching considerable depths. Particulary rich in
sponges is the steep east of Ramsé in the southern part of the Fjord,
but also in the other parts of the IFjord, e.g. at Vattenholm, at Felgd-
holm, at Sneholm and at Kostersten, very fine collections of sponges
were obtained. The waters along the boundary between Sweden and Nor-
way, particulary Sacken and the Single Fjord, are also very rich in
sponges, although they are not so deep as the Kosterfjord. In Séacken,
